EVENT GUIDELINES: 

1. Registration begins April1, 2011. 
 

2. All teams consist of no more or less than 5-6 players.  There is no regulation towards number of guys and girls on each 
team.  Only 5 players participate per event.  Each player can only sit out one event; this keeps the events fair so a 
team’s “weakest link” is not always sitting out. 

 
 

3. All participants must be 21 years of age or older.  Proof of age is required at registration. 
 

4. Entry fee per team is $200 before May 20 and $250 after May 20.  All entry fees are due by June 7, 2011.  If this is a 
company sponsored team, please provide us with how the company would like to be identified on the website and any 
event banners.   

 
 

5. 100% of net proceeds will benefit the Make-A-Wish Foundation – San Diego. 
 

6. Each team will have the opportunity to raise additional money for the above charity.  The amount raised by each team 
will be used for the eighth (non-sport) event in the games.  Point values are awarded to each team based on the amount 
of money they raise.  These points will have an equal weight to the overall points raised from the other Olympic sport 
events.  We are very excited about this additional event.  This is a great opportunity to add more to the total raised for 
each charity.   

 
 

7. A total of 14-20 teams will compete in the events.  Team entries are on a first come first serve basis.  
 

8. The H.O.C., Inc Committee encourages each team to have colors or a theme (country, movie character, etc) to 
separate themselves from other teams.  Additional bonus points will be given for the best combined team effort. 

 
 

9. Beverages, food, and a t-shirt will be provided for each participant.
